WHAT IS THE MEANING OF TEAM OFFENSE
“What do they do, and how do we stop it, or at least control it ?
AT BAT’s
1. I only get 4 a game I want them to be productive

2. How many pitches did I see per at bat ?

3. Did I swing at my pitches or his?
Being able to execute offensively and defensively with runners at 1st or 1st & 2nd with no outs will dictate if we will win close games



BUNTING

1. SAC

2. DRAG

3. PUSH

4. SQUEEZE

5. FAKE

If you expect your TEAM to be able to bunt, no one on your team should not be able to execute one of these bunts and each player should be able to one outstanding

RUNNING

1. STRAIGHT STEAL

2. MUST STEAL

3. DELAY STEAL

4. FAKE STEAL

5. SEEING THE BALL DOWN

Once again if you would like to be a running team, each player in your lineup must be able to execute what you need them to do. It is not all about speed
OFFENSIVE MOVEMENT
1. HIT & RUN

2. RUN & HIT

3. BUNT & RUN

4. RUN & BUNT

In each of the four offensive plays there must be a goal in my mind for the hitter, runner and for yourself. You must weigh the risk over the reward.

ON BASE PERCENTAGE

1. GREAT STRIKE ZONE

2. THE ABILITY TO HIT WITH TWO STRIKES

3. HIT BY PITCH

4. MY GOAL IS TO SCORE RUNS
1st  & 3RD OFFENSE
A productive 1st & 3rd offense should make an opposing defense prepare for multiple situations. Making a player or team uncomfortable is the name of the game.

1. Hot Runners

2. Live Defense

3. Double Play’s wins games and championships

THE KEYS TO WINNING
When a team can’t pitch the team offense plays little factor in a ballgame. Teams that want to be aggressive need to be in striking distance. Teams that can’t pitch are never in striking distance. The game is won and lost on the mound.
